PAVAN (Protect Aylesbury Vale Against Noise) welcomes CPRE’s publication, “Flying to Distraction.”
PAVAN and the Vale’s Joint Parish Council Liaison Group calculated that over 170,000 people (35,000 in the Vale) would be adversely affected by the introduction of just one new flightpath – Luton Airport's proposed Option 3. The construction of up to four new runways in the southeast would spawn many more new flghtpaths and thus increase these projections many times over.

However, this does not take into account the projected expansion of Aylesbury, Milton Keynes, and Luton-Dunstable. The Transport Act 2000 states that new flightpaths should not overfly densely populated areas, so for the government to obey its own law, it should finalise its housing plans before, or at least in tandem with, new runway construction. We therefore believe that CPRE's acreage and population projections are on the low side, but they help to highlight the extent of the problem that the government has chosen to ignore.
PAVAN is finalising its own response to the government’s proposals and will stress the lack of consideration given to people living outside the airports’ traditional noise-monitoring areas of approximately 7km from the runways. This forgotten population includes the whole of Aylesbury and the Vale. 
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
